A lot was said about new products.
And the new products have kept on
coming!

Sony announced the Alpha 7 and Al-
pha 7r, - first of their kind mirrorless
cameras with a full frame (24x36mm)
sensor using Sony E mount lenses.
This diminutive camera is another
peek into Sony’s future. The Alpha 7
will sell for $1699.99 for the body only,
and should become available late this
month or next. Also introduced was

the DSC-RX10 “bridge camera” with 1”
sensor and Carl Zeiss 28-300 built in
zoom lens. This camera may or may
not ship during 2013, but looks great
on paper. This is expected to sell at
about $1300.

Nikon just announced the Df, de-
signed for the professional photog-
rapher. It is basically a D4 high-end
camera inside, with updated AF and
ISO capabilities such as found in the
D610 and with no video capabilities.
Few of us will probably own one for
only $2699.99 for the body only.



Nikon also is rushing the new D5300
to market. Originally slated to be in-
troduced in January, it will be available
sooner than planned, possibly due
to the product announcements and
availabilities from Sony and Olympus.
This makes the D5100, D5200 and

D5300 cameras all available at the
same time at similar prices. Old-
er, newer and newest technology
(Nikon'’s first SLR with built-in WiFi).

Through all this, Canon has been un-
characteristically silent. Maybe they're
not being quiet, but capable of keep-
ing a large scale secret regarding new
products ...

Olympus, however, has been far from
silent. In the October issue, the new
Olympus OM-D E-M1 was mentioned.
It has now shipped in small quantities
and is spectacular and offers the best
electronic viewfinder to date.
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eye level electronic viewfinder. It has

the flexibility of a bridge camera and
(in 35mm terms) a 28-300/2.8 fixed
zoom lens. Yes, that's correct, a fixed
maximum aperture across a 28-300
zoom lens. This looks like an incred-
ibly good value at $699.99.
