... to review, the focal length of a lens,
as defined at www.wikipedia.org is
“When a photographic lens is set to
“infinity”, its rear nodal point is sepa-
rated from the sensor or film, at the
focal plane, by the lens’s focal length.”
The shorter the focal length, the wid-
er the angle of view on a given size
sensor. Different size sensors affect
the angle of view of a constant focal
length lens.

A lens’s focal length is not variable; its
angle of view is.

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Interchangeable Lenses

Not all brand / model lenses fit each
camera brand / model. As a generali-
aztion, do not give a lens as a sponta-
neous gift. With that caveat, here are
some opinions ...

for sports - a 70-200mm /2.8 zoom

for general purpose and travel - Tam-
ron 18-270 zoom (fits most Canon,
Nikon and Sony cameras)

for close-ups - a 90mm - 100mm focal
length (field of view on a 35mm cam-
era) macro lens (NOT a zoom lens)

Camera Supports

Full size tripod - Promaster XC series
tripod (the camera’s weight deter-
mines the size and weight of the tri-
pod)

Most versatile tripod - outstanding
flexibility for shooting in varied loca-
tions

Table top type tripods - Ultrapod Il
Clamper (the camera’s weight de-

termines the size and weight of the
Clamper)



Lighting

Lighting is difficult to give as a sur-
prise gift because there are so many
variables. Still photography and vid-
eography require very different light-
ing. Some lighting is very portable
and works on batteries while studio
lighting is larger, heavier, and usu-
ally works with a/c power. New L.E.D.
lighting is very economical and cool
to the touch. No type is “better” than
another, but is designed for a more
specific purpose.

Display

Many people forget about the photo
itself and only think of the equipment;
the means and not the ends. Too
many photos languish in a drawer or
box or a put in a frame that previously
held a different picture. The most ba-
sic concept of a frame is to create and
hold interest in the content, not to
either compete for the viewers atten-
tion or dominate the photo. A good
frame selection enhances the picture.
